Artists and Politics

Representation, Identity and Political Mobilization

Studies about the political participation of the ethnocultural minorities are often considered on a formal (or conventional) dimension (Mayer & Perrineau, 1992). Considered from a post-migration angle, the analysis of the political mobilization in this presentation will focus on an informal form, that do not use the institutional ways. So, this paper will to highlight an original political action by the artistic mobilization and more specifically by musical productions (Martiniello & Lafleur, 2008).
This presentation is three-fold. First of all, actions developed by the artists from Moroccan and Congolese origin are tackled from a general presentation: who they are? Which discourse is developed? Which values are conveyed? Which links with origin countries? Second, the analysis focuses on the role of the artist’s foreign origin in emergence of new identities forms, taking account the transnational dimension of different artistic expressions forms, redefined in a post-migratory context. Finally, we will focus on the role of those artists in the socio-political mobilization by the analysis of the discourse and the political influence of their artistic productions.
